Open the ‘setting’ tab and go down to ‘phases’…
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Select phases…
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You will now see the ‘Phasing’ dialog box.  Go to ‘Graphic Overrides’ and open that up.
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From here you can change your ‘Line Color’ and ‘Line Pattern’. Hope this helps you.
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
