Questions –

1. What are your thoughts on Revit as a design tool and how would you compare it to previous software you have used?
2. How was the experience of moving from basic drafting software to a BIM Interface?
3. How effective was Revit in terms of communicating your project with other consultants (structural, mechanical)?

4. How frequently you use the interface from Revit to Autocad, or Revit to Rhino, and how effective you think it is?
