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I import/link the dwg-file in to Revit, and place it origon to origon.
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The dwg-file is placed right, bot now I would like to replace the point of  0,0,0 in the Revit model.
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Is it possible to change the point of 0,0,0, so that the 0,0,0 point is in the cross of the grid-lines.

It has to work both ways. When I export the Revit model, the 0,0,0 point in the dwg-file, most bee in the replaced 0,0,0 point.
