Section Split
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Clck to select, T8 for aternates, CTRL adds, SHIFT unselects.
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You can split a section and call it an elevation! I’ve done this many times and it seems to work fine. Otherwise, you could create several elevations across your façade and then join then together on one sheet. This way you could set the distance (depth of view) on each elevation, thereby not showing the wall/entity you don’t want to see.
